Arrival at Airport

(All students under 18 years old must book return airport transfers if arriving and
departing between 8:00pm and 8:00am).

I want an EC airport transfer, can | arrive at any time?

If you have booked accommodation with EC you must arrive at the airport between
08:00 and 20:00. Late/early arrivals may be asked to book alternative accommodation

What information do | need to give to book an airport transfer?

Please provide your flight number, arrival time, terminal and airport of origin — minimum
2 weeks in advance.

Who will | meet at the airport?

If you booked EC airport transfer service once you picked up your luggage and cleared
customs, you can call your driver (number will be provided at a later stage) and let the
driver know that you are already there. If you do not have a working phone, go to the
airport Information Desk and they will assist you. If no one is at the desk, you can still
use the phone but please press 9 before you enter the phone number. After you have
contacted your driver , exit the airport through the doors closes to the information
Desk (Terminal 1 exit from Door E, Terminal 3 exit from Door G number 38 or 40. Wait
outside for your driver to drive up to the door, they will be holding an EC sign so you
can recognise them exactly. If you are unable to contact your driver, please call the EC
Emergency Phone at +1 416 209 8331.
